T   F 1.  Treat every gun as if it were loaded.

T   F 2.  It is safe to climb a tree with a loaded gun if you plan to shoot the gun right away.

T   F 3.  If you have a left master eye, you should shoot from your left shoulder.

T   F 4.  In the field carry  �marching �, the barrel of the gun is pointed toward the ground.

T   F 5.  One of the basic rules for gun carry is having your finger off the trigger and outside

the trigger guard.

T   F 6.  It is OK to let your gun barrel cross in front of the person beside you while hunting if

it is the only way you can shoot at a running target.

T   F 7.  The reason you do not breathe while shooting from the prone position is because the

expansion of your chest will cause you to rise in your shooting position.
