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The safest gun barrel available is called a Damascus barrel.

One of the basic rules for gun carry is having you finger off the trigger and
outside the trigger guard.

The dominant eye theory is based on the theory that one eye is larger than the
other.

Only athletes can be good shooters.
The major difference between rifles and shotguns is found in the barrel.
BB guns may only be cocked or loaded at the firing line.

The four courses of fire in the 5-meter BB gun rules: Prone, Kneeling, Sitting and
Standing.

In the event of a tie score, the first tiebreaker used is the greatest number of
center shots.

When a shooter is not ready on the line, only the shooter can raise their arm and
call NOT READY ON TARGET...

After the call Cease Fire by the Range Officer, the shooter will continue to
shoot until their gunis empty and will then place the gun on the ground beside
them.

IT a competitor sees a safety violation taking place during a relay, they should wait
until the relay is over before pointing it out to an official to avoid distracting the
other shooters.

Shooters who fire a perfect score (100 x 100, 400 x 400, etc.) May continue to
fire for the purpose of establishing national records or breaking ties.
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IT a gun is still cocked and loaded after a relay has ended, it should be pointed
upward and fired into the air to make the gun safe for storage.

Only one shot may be fired and scored on each bull without penalty.

A shooter may change guns during the course of fire without notifying the Range
Officer.

Loud language is allowed on the firing line if the coach and shooter are having
difficulty understanding each other.

A .22 caliber shell can fire the bullet more than one mile.

When hunting in a row, or abreast of one another, each person has his own private
shooting zone.

It is the shooters duty to leave the firing point promptly at the conclusion of
his/her delay. Under these circumstances, it is permissible to leave the line with a
loaded gun.

No person will refuse to obey the instructions of the Match Director, Official
Referee, Chief Range Officer or any other Officer of the tournament if
instructions are given in the proper conduct of that office.
