CONFERENCE REQUIREMENTS: 
 
! Must be currently enrolled in the 4-H Dairy or Dairy Goat project 
! Must have been in the 4-H Dairy or Dairy Goat project for at least 3 years 
! Must be at least 15, but not more than 18 years of age on January 1 of the year 

attending the conference. 
! Must complete the “NATIONAL DAIRY CONFERENCE -Nebraska Application” 
! Cannot be participating in the National 4-H Dairy Judging contest the same year. 
! Must provide a minimum amount of expenses.  NOTE: Donor money from numerous 

Nebraska dairy interests help support the program, making the trip affordable.  
Approximate cost is $250 for travel and lodging, plus some spending money. 

 
 
APPLICATION PROCEDURE: 
! Complete written application form for the current year.  NOTE: The application needs to 

be approved and signed by the applicant, the applicant’s parent/guardian AND the 
applicant’s 4-H Extension Assistant or Extension Educator. 

! Complete 6 minute video interview using questions provided.
